VDOE-  Virginia Department of Education CE Credit for school psychologists.  Courses considered eligible for VDOE 

credit may be eligible for Va Board of Psychology CE credit if applicable to type of Virginia Board of Psychology 

license. All VASP-sponsored workshops require fee payment unless stated otherwise in the workshop listing. 
 

Va Board of Psychology CE: Refers to courses considered eligible for CE credit by Va Board of Psychology. 
 

VACP Criteria: The Virginia Psychological Association is approved by the American Psychological Association to sponsor 

continuing education for psychologists.
